The League of Friends exists for the benefit of the patients, visitors and staff of the Kent & 
Canterbury Hospital. The four hospital shops based in the main entrance, the outpatient and 
fracture clinic reception areas and the Children’s Assessment Centre and a daily shop trolley ward 
round exemplify our commitment to this aim. The wide range of stock provides our customers 
with day-to-day needs which would be difficult to obtain without the existence of our shops. 
We employ a full-time manager and deputy and nine part-time paid staff. However, much work 
is also done by our 90 part time volunteers who staff the shops for most of the day and also at 
weekends. We also have a very hard working volunteer book-keeper. To all associated with our 
highly successful shops we give our unending thanks, although we are always looking for new 
helpers to continue their success, so please join us if you can.

Twenty six wards and departments have benefited from items purchased by the League ranging 
from a few pounds to £108,000. Thanks go to all those who have contributed with time and money 
to facilitate these purchases and so improve care and equipment at the Kent & Canterbury Hospital. 
Reorganisation of Hospital Services in the East Kent Hospital Trust has seen a number of specialist 
services relocated to the Kent & Canterbury Hospital site and a large amount of building work to 
facilitate these changes is nearing completion. This means that the hospital now serves a much 
wider area than previously with patients coming from all over Kent.

Nine city and village groups continue to raise money from local events including bingo evenings, 
coffee mornings, luncheons, stalls, talks, jumble sales and walks. Thanks go to these volunteer 
groups based in Ash, Barham & Kingston, Canterbury South, Chartham, City Centre, Nailbourne, 
Rough Common, Harbledown & Blean, St Stephen’s & Westgate and Sturry. 

The Annual Joint Summer Fair brings together Hospital Wards and Departments, League of 
Friends Groups, local businesses and clubs, to provide an entertaining and fund raising afternoon 
in August, which members of the public enjoy. We were pleased to welcome a larger number 
of hospital departments and wards than in recent years to the Fair which was opened by Cllr 
Gillian Reuby, the Sherriff of Canterbury and given a rousing start by the band of the Princess 
of Wales’s Royal Regiment.

The highlight of my year was being asked to open the Friends Dermatology Centre in February. 
Named in recognition of the nearly £90,000 given by the League of Friends, the new unit offers, for 
the first time a base for dermatologists in East Kent. The excellence of the unit is widely recognised 
and the centre has attracted many new high quality staff, as well as offering some services only 
available elsewhere in teaching hospitals.

This year we were one of the beneficiaries of the Canterbury Lady Mayoress’ Appeal Fund and 
received the magnificent sum of £13,448 as our one third share of this hugely successful appeal.

There have been a number of changes to the Trustees and Executive Committee this year. Peter 
Fairweather has taken over as Honorary Secretary following the resignation of David Clark due to 
ill health. Gillian Morton has taken over from Peter with responsibility for Groups. Janet Berridge 
has become Vice Chairman following my election as Chairman succeeding Jean Byers who held 
this position for 9 years. We were delighted when Jean was conferred with the MBE in the New 
Year’s Honours and the Canterbury Lord Mayor’s Award in recognition of her long standing 
and tireless services to the League. We welcomed a new Administrator Lynne Bannon who has 
now had a highly successful year in office.

Finally, I would like to thank all those who volunteer and help the League of Friends, for 
without you, we would not be able to go from strength to strength and continue our support for 
the hospital staff, patients and visitors which, in 2007, amounted to over £262,000.
