The League of Friends exists for the benefit of the patients, visitors and staff of the Kent & Canterbury
Hospital. Our income for the year showed a fall, mainly reflecting a decrease in bank interest and legacies.
Although over £277,000 in gifts to the hospital were approved the accounts showed this reduced by over
£125,000 due to writing back gift over-provision in previous years. Increasingly, families are donating to
the League in lieu of flowers at a funeral and this source of income is not only gratefully acknowledged,
but a fitting memory to those who have passed away.

At the beginning of the year, a new Foundation Trust, the East Kent Hospitals University NHS Foundation
Trust, of which the Kent & Canterbury Hospital is a part, was formed. This presented us with new
challenges as well as the opportunity to work together with the New Trust’s Charitable Fund Manager
for the benefit of patients and staff.

The four hospital shops - based in the main entrance, the Out Patient and Fracture Clinic reception areas
and the Children’s Assessment Centre and a daily shop trolley ward round - exemplify our commitment
to serve patients, staff and visitors to the hospital. Once again, despite the gloomy economic market and
internal competition, our shops’ income has been maintained, and so a healthy profit was available to us
for the purchase of equipment. To all associated with our highly successful shops we give our unending
thanks. However, we are always looking for new helpers to continue their success, so please join us if
you can. Philip Coole, our shops manager for many years, retired in April and we were delighted to
welcome Julie Gellatly, who was formerly his deputy, as his replacement. Sunny Patel was appointed as
deputy shops manager.

Nine city and village groups continue to raise money from local events - including bingo evenings, coffee
mornings, luncheons, stalls, talks, jumble sales and walks. Thanks go to these volunteer groups based
in Ash, Barham & Kingston, Canterbury South, Chartham, City Centre, Nailbourne, Rough Common,
Harbledown & Blean, St Stephen’s & Westgate and Sturry. Our hospital radio continues to provide valuable
daily broadcasts for patients, including request programmes.

The annual Joint Summer Fair brings together Hospital Wards and Departments, League of Friends
groups, local businesses, Canterbury Rotary, Lions Club and the Ladies’ Circle, to provide an entertaining,
fund raising afternoon in August, which members of the public enjoy. We were again pleased to welcome
a record number of hospital departments and wards this year. After the fair Roddy Tyndale-Biscoe, who
has organised the event for the last 17 years, stood down and he will be greatly missed. He has been
replaced by a committee who will organise the event for 2010.

There have been a number of highlights this year. We were pleased to make a major contribution to the
move of Neuro Rehabilitation from Buckland Hospital to the Kent & Canterbury by supplying 18 tracking
hoists for every bed on the new unit. We showed our support for the new Out Patient refurbishment by
making a variety of different purchases to enhance the experience of both patients and staff. By funding
a part-time complementary therapist we hope to enhance the treatment and recovery process of patients
with cancer. We have had the continuing support of the Trust particularly through the Chairman, Nick
Wells and the Hospital Manager at the Kent & Canterbury Hospital, Mark Davison and for this we are
most grateful.

We were sorry to lose Barry Linden who retired after a number of years serving on the Executive
Committee as Shops Liaison Officer. We were, however, pleased to welcome back Tricia Shephard who
kindly volunteered to take over this role. Barbara Nowell stood down after many years organising Cradle
Pictures, a photographic service for the newborn. Since the introduction of digital cameras and mobile
phones with cameras, the need for this service has declined and the company who took the photographs
have now ceased to trade.

Bill Fletcher stood down after numerous years organising the Library Trolley Service but we were
pleased to welcome Mike Wadey who has taken over from Bill and this will ensure that the weekly trolley
service is maintained.

Finally, I would like to thank all those who volunteer and help the League of Friends. Without you,
we would not be able to go from strength to strength and continue our support for the hospital staff,
patients and visitors.
